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Course Description

This course will focus on the main theories of deveeloipment: concept and the principles theory of development including the static and dynamic aspects of development, and the changing interpretations of development. The course will also intent to explore the implication of theories of development on world development. As globalization is now taking place, the course will also looking at the deepening process of globalization in the developed and undeveloped world including those in Asian and Latin America countries. The dynamic and complexity of the development processes in the developed and undeveloped countries will also been studied.

Educational Aims:

The topic aims to introduce the students to discourses on the concept and the principles theory of development, the changing interpretations of development overtime, the theoretical implication for development theories, issues surrounding social, political and economic perspectives of development and the complexity of the development processes in the developed and undeveloped countries.

Focuses of the module are:

· Theories of development , in the economics and political perspectives

· the theoretical implication for development and economic development to the undeveloped countries

· the changing interpretation of development over time

· The impacts of ‘globalization’ on the deepening process of development in practice  

· The processes of growth and development.

2. Demonstrate critical thinking in relation to the issues of deepening and declining of development as implications of Development Theory and it interpretation overtime.
