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Course Description

In each era, political writers struggled to answer the problem of how best to grant power over people and how to enhance citizenship within that power structure. This course is an introduction to the history of political theory.  We will study many of the great texts of the political tradition.  These texts raise important questions about the nature of individual rights, the roots of government authority, the circumstances of legitimate revolution, the justification of religious tolerance, and the meaning of political ideals such as liberty, equality, and justice.
Educational Aims:

· To provide the student with broad introduction to major topics in political theory.

· To encourage a more self-conscious and systematic expression of your own political thinking
